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It is September, 1750. The New England Farmer sits at the grindstone in his shed. 

He has several implements he will sharpen this morning, each for its own use. The 

scythe for cutting hay and clearing around stone walls; the sickle for harvesting 

corn, and wheat; the axe for chopping and splitting firewood; the knife for cutting 

and preparing food; the bayonet for warfare; the saw for forming; the chisel for 

shaping. He sits at the round piece of stone in front of him, a water bucket to his side 

for lubricant. As the wheel begins to spin, he applies the dulled edge of the first in-

strument to the stone. As the scratching and grinding begins to sound too dry, he 

adds water to the wheel, the stone and iron fragments drip off the stone to the 

ground. A few hours later, all the farm implements are sharpened, ready for their 

intended purpose.  

 

Second Timothy 2: 20-21 talks about a house, analogous to our lives. In our homes, 

or our lives, we have items of many kinds. There are those of gold, silver, wood and 

clay. Some of the things in our lives are noble, and some are not. The verse goes on 

to challenge, that if we rid ourselves of the ignoble things in our lives, we will be-

come an instrument of noble purpose, made holy and useful to God. When we learn 

to grind away the dull, rough, edges of our lives, we are ready to do the good,  

Intended work in our lives.
