Through dedicated work and the perseverance demanded to gain better 

glazing skills, the students have created a vibrant piece of glass art.  Though stu-

dent leaders in the stained glass class kept the project moving forward, it took 

team work, everyone pitching in, to complete this project. 

The glass jewels show the cultural diversity at JRHS, linked by solder to 

represent spiritual community grounded in Jesus Christ.  The different sizes, 

shapes, colors and facets of these jewels show God's Glory radiating into the room, 

and further demonstrate incarnate manifestations to the viewer and in each stu-

dent's personality and giftedness .  The dove depicts the centrality of Christ and the 

presence of the Holy Spirit. 

  The iridescent glass is another visible reminder of God's Glory. You may 

not at first even notice how beautifully the colors communicate and connect to all 

the other colors and the intricate design gives a positive, uplifting and very visible 

reminder of God's presence.  There is nothing dark or foreboding in this 

work.
